They
are also able to summarize and paraphrase a factual text on a familiar topic.

They can identify both general messages and specific details in clear speech. They are
able to make basic inferences in simple conversations on familiar everyday topics.
Students can understand the main points of clear standard speech on familiar topics,
including short narratives. They can also follow a clear standard presentation on an
unfamiliar topic, using their knowledge of presentation structure and organization. They
are able to take basic notes during a presentation about a familiar and unfamiliar topic.
